I am writing to you regarding a big charity event that we are holding in June 2010 that we would like to invite you to be part of.  The Africa Childrens Development Trust (ACDT) is an island based charity that works with children in Uganda through a number of projects including mosquito net distributions. We will be holding a great fundraising event, the

Row for Life

in

St Thomas Square, Newport on 25th- 27th June 2010
....where we will be rowing continuously on rowing machines for 800,000 metres.   800,000 represents the number of children under 5 years old who die of malaria in sub Sahara Africa each year. 
Teams (min 6 people – max 12 people) will be allocated a 4 hour section of the event covering 60,000 metres of the overall target.  Each rower will be required to row a 2500 metre session (2000 metres of this MUST be completed in max 10 mins).  As the first rower hits 2000, the second rower begins & so on throughout the team.  After a max 4 hours of rotations when you have completed your 60,000 metres the second team will take over.  (See attached for an example hour) These timeframes will require a certain level of fitness so please do not enter if you do not think your team can row to this speed as we have tight timeframes to work towards. You will have a choice of your 4 hour segment although your final allocation cannot be guaranteed we will try our best to give you your choice.  4 hours is the maximum time you will have for your 60,000 metres. Some teams may not need 4 hours so you will need to be available earlier than your official start time in case we are running ahead of schedule.  In summary you will be rowing 60,000 metres & you have a max 4 hours to complete it on the 2000 metre handover system detailed above!  
We are inviting teams to come & join the 2nd Row for Life & we would like to invite you to join us raising money for the work of the ACDT.  Last year we had a great time & we raised £6000 for our projects in Uganda, This year we want to raise min £10,000 to go towards a school we are trying to build in the slums of Kampala. Please consider joining us & being part of something that will make such a difference to childrens lives. We ask each team to pledge raising min £600 in sponsorship so for example, for a 6 man team that will be £100 per team member or less if the team is bigger!  We have online sponsor facilities with Just Giving details of which we can provide you with.  We will also need non rowing volunteers.  This event will run continuously through the day & night & will require lots of help!  It will be good fun, so please let us know of any people who can volunteer some time! 
The event will have a lot of publicity & we hope you will consider joining us.  We will have a marquee & an exhibition next to the marquee during the event. The Charter House next door has donated their hall for our use for refreshments, warm up rowing machine, massage & toilets etc… More details are available by contacting our Team Co-ordinators, Paula Brading and Carole Jewett (details on attached form).  You can see our work by visiting www.africaschild.org.uk.  You will also find enclosed a registration form for your team.  Teams will be selected on a first come first served basis.  The most important part of the registration form is your Team Contact.  All team liaising, questions & contact will be made between Paula, Carole & the team contact so they must be available for regular contact.
